The application for both Juniors and
Seniors consists of an essay and a list of
extracurricular activities. All interested

high school Juniors and Seniors are
required to submit an essay of
approximately 200 words on the topic:

Entries are judged on originality,
composition, and style. Along with the
essay, students will need to provide a list of
extracurricular activities, such as work,
sports, awards, clubs, etc. The submission
deadline for the application will be
December 2nd, 2024.
